
Crash risk increases where people walking, 
biking, or using mobility devices cross paths 
with vehicles, such as at driveways. The more 
driveways along a corridor, the more chances 
there are for con�icts between pedestrians 
and turning vehicles. Today, City of Omaha 
Standard is only one driveway access point per 
street frontage. The map below shows all 
driveway access points in the study area. 
Blue driveways are the only access point to a 
business or building. Orange driveways show 
places where a business has more than one 
driveway.
